RTU InzZenierzinatnu véstures pétniecibas centra (IVPC) sagatavo-
taja ceturtaja zinatniskaja zZurnala publicéti septini pétijumi par Rigas
Politehnikuma (RP) / Rigas Politehniska institiita (RPI) studentiem,
absolventiem un macibspékiem, ka ari ar citiem ar inZenierzinatném
saistitiem jautajumiem. Zinatnisko publikaciju autori ir Latvijas zinat-
nieki, zinatnu vesturnieki, muzejnieki un pedagogi. Rakstu pamata gal-
venokart ir RTU 60. starptautiskas zinatniskas konferences 2019. gada
10. oktobrt nolasitie referati. Pétijumu tematika ir RP / RPI studentu,
absolventu un macibspéku darbiba, inZenierzinatnu un biedribu vésture.

Pirmais zinatniskaja Zurnala publicetais pétijums veltits zirgvilk-
mes ratu razoSanu Latvija 20. gadsimta, lielaku uzmanibu pieveérsot
tiem uznémumiem, kas darbojas Madonas apkartné. Ta autors ir Latvi-
jas Zinatnu veéstures asociacijas biedrs madonietis Indulis Zvirgzdins.
Plasak analizéta Augusta Mazura (1885-1975) ratu un ragavu darbnica,
viena no ievérojamakajam apvidii. Péc Otra pasaules kara to naciona-
lizéja, un ta darbojas ar nosaukumu «Madonas rupkombinata ratu un
ragavu darbnica». Pétljjumu papildina tabulas par saraZotas produkcijas
apjomu. Zirgvilkmes rati bija galvenais transporta lidzek]u veids vieté-
jos parvadajumos Latvijas Republika un tas teritorija lidz 20. gadsimta
50. gadiem, kad pakapeniski palielinajas automasinu skaits, kas veica
parvadajumus.

Latvijas Zinatnu véstures asociacijas biedrs Ivans Grinevics veicis
pétijumu par izgudrotajdarbibas attistibu un izgudrotaju autortie-
sibam Latvija, kas iesakas 18. gadsimta vidd, kad tagadéjas Latvijas
teritorija bija cariskas Krievijas dala. Pirmtiesibas razot un ekspluatét
Krievija bija tiem izgudrotajiem, kuri bija ieguvusi privilégijas. Latvi-
jas Republika 1920. gada tika nodibinata Patentu valde, kas pastavéja
lidz 1940. gadam. Pétijuma autors atklajis Latvijas Izgudrotaju bied-
ribas (1923-1936; no 1993) mérkus un darbibu, uzsverot RPI un RTU
absolventu un macibspéku ieguldijumu tas darbiba atjaunotaja Latvijas
Republika 20. gadsimta beigas un 21. gadsimta sakuma.

Tukuma muzeja direktore vésturniece Agrita Ozola raksta par Rigas
Politehnikuma studenta Alfona Eihvalda (1862-1923) devumu Tukuma
pilsétas attistiba atklaj ne tikai vina lomu Tukuma pilsétas parvaldiba,
bet ari uznémeéjdarbiba un sabiedriskaja dzive - Tukuma LatviesSu bied-
riba un evangéliski luteriskaja draudze.

Nakamais zinatniskaja zurnala publicétais pétijums veltits kontrol-
bileSu drukas aizsacéjam, Rigas Politehnikuma absolventam (1878),
ridziniekam Fridriham Augustam Naukam (Friedrich August Nauck;
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1855-1913) un vina dzimtai, atziméjot vina 165. dzimSanas dienu. Péti-
juma autores - RTU IVPC direktore Dr. sc. ing. llze Gudro, RTU IVPC Veés-
tures pétniecibas un zinatnisko publikaciju nodalas vaditaja profesore
Dr. paed. Alida Zigmunde - pateicas drukas un papira véstures pétnie-
kam Artim Erglim par ieteikumiem un precizéjumiem raksta tap$ana.
InZenieris F. A. Nauks ir RP pirma direktora Ernsta Nauka (Ernst Nauck;
1819-1875) tresSais bérns, un raksts papildina plasas Nauku dzimtas
vesturi, ka art atspogulo ridzinieka devumu sabiedriska transporta kon-
trolbileSu drukas pirmsakumos 19. gadsimta 2. puse.

Divi pétijumi veltiti RPI absolventiem, laikabiedriem, Latvijas ¢em-
pioniem vieglatletika Martinam Stabinam un Andrim Stagim. RPI vini
saka studijas 20. gadsimta 60. gados un studiju laika bija augstskolas
labako sportistu vidil vairakas sporta disciplinas. Andris Stagis ir viens
no Latvijas vieglatletikas statistikas aizsacéjiem, vairaku gramatu par
vieglatletikas vésturi autors. Martina Stabina dzivesgajumam un sport-
iskajam aktivitatém izsekojusi Latvijas Universitates docétaja Erika
Lanka, savukart raksts par Andri Stagi tapis sadarbiba ar profesori Alidu
Zigmundi.

InZenierzinatnu doktore Ilze Gudro izpétijusi RTU konferencu un
sporta centra «Ronisi» darbibu un attistibu 50 gados, izmantojot ne tikai
Latvijas bibliotéku, bet ar1 RPI un RTU darbinieku atminas un personi-
gos arhivus un RTU Infrastruktiras departamenta materialus. Piesais-
tot RPI / RTU finanses un pateicoties Freiju gimenes atbalstam - zemes
davinajumam RTU (1997), «RoniSi» pakapeniski izveidojusSies par vienu
no lielakajiem augstskolas konferencu un sporta centriem Latvija.

FOREWORD

The fourth issue of the scientific journal prepared by the RTU Research
Centre for Engineering History (RCEH) comprises seven studies on Riga
Polytechnicum (RP) / Riga Polytechnic Institute (RPI) students, graduates,
lecturers and issues related to engineering sciences. The authors of
the scientific publications are Latvian scientists, historians of science,
museologists, and pedagogues. The articles are mainly based on the
presentations made at the RTU 60th International Scientific Conference on
10 October 2019. The research topics are the activities of RP / RPI students,
graduates and lecturers, the history of engineering sciences and associations.

The first article is dedicated to the study on the production of horse-
drawn carriages in Latvia in the 20th century. More detail the carriage
and sledge workshop of Augusts Mazurs (1885-1975) is analysed, one of
the biggest in the region. The author of the article is Indulis Zvirgzdin$ from
Madona, a member of the Latvian Association for the History of Science,
pays more attention to companies operating in the Madona region. After
World War 1], it was nationalized and operated under the name of «Madona
Industrial Combine of Carriages and Sledges Workshop». The research is
supplemented by tables on volume of production. Horse-drawn carriages
were the main means of local transport in in the Republic of Latvia and its
territory until the 1950s when the number of cars performing transportation
gradually increased.

Ivans Grinevi¢s, a member of the Latvian Association for the History of
Science, conducted a research on the development of inventors’ activities
and copyrights in Latvia, which started in the middle of the 18th century
when the present territory of Latvia was part of tsarist Russia. Only those
inventors who had acquired the privilege had the right to produce and
operate in Russia. In the Republic of Latvia, the Patent Office was established
in 1920, which existed until 1940. The author of the research describes
the goals and activities of the Latvian Society of Inventors (1923-1936;
from 1993), emphasizing the contribution of RPI and RTU graduates and
lecturers to its activities in the renewed Republic of Latvia at the end of the
20th century and at the beginning of the 21st century.

The Director of the Tukums Museum, historian Agrita Ozola, reveals the
contribution of Riga Polytechnicum student Alfons Eihvalds (1862-1923) to
the development of Tukums city, his role in Tukums city administration and
his participation in business and public life by being a member of Tukums
Latvian Society and Evangelical Lutheran Church.

The next article is dedicated to the founder of public transport ticket
printing, a graduate of Riga Polytechnicum (1878), Friedrich August
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Nauck (1855-1913) from Riga and his family, in celebration of his 165th
anniversary. The authors of the research are the Director of RTU RCEH
Dr. sc. ing. Ilze Gudro, Head of RTU RCEH Department for Historic Research
and Scientific Publications Professor Dr. paed. Alida Zigmunde want to
express gratitude to publisher and polygraphist, paper and printing history
researcher Artis Erglis for helping in writing an article. Engineer F. A. Nauck
is the third child of Ernst Nauck, the first Director of RP (1819-1875). The
article complements the history of the big family of the Naucks, as well as
reflects the contribution of Rigans to the beginnings of public transport
ticket printing in the second half of the 19th century.

Two studies are dedicated to RPI graduates, contemporaries, and Latvian
athletics champions Martins Stabins and Andris Stagis. They started their
studies at RPI in the 1960s and during their studies were among the best
athletes of the university in several sports disciplines. Andris Stagis is one of
the pioneers of Latvian athletics statistics and the author of several books on
the history of athletics. Martins Stabins’ life and sports activities have been
traced by Erika Lanka, a lecturer of the University of Latvia, whereas the
article about Andris Stagis has been written in collaboration with Professor
Alida Zigmunde.

Ilze Gudro, Doctor of Engineering, has studied the operation and
development of the RTU Conference and Sports Centre «RonisSi» in 50 years
using the resources of Latvian libraries as well as the memoirs and personal
archives of RPI and RTU employees and documents of the RTU Infrastructure
Development Department. By attracting RPI / RTU finances and thanks to
the support of the Freiji family - a gift of land to RTU (1997) - «RoniSi» has
gradually become one of the largest university conference and sports centres
in Latvia.

The volume concludes with two appendixes - obituaries of RTU long-term
employees and a chronology of key events and achievements of academic year
2019/2020 from 1 September 2019 to 31 August 2020.

Academic year 2019/2020 brought mournful messages: lecturers Viktors
Nespors, Georgijs Obusevs, Aleksejs Ozolins, Aivars Sulcs, Rendte Tavare, Velta
Tupureina, Daniels Turlajs, Aleksandrs Urbahs, former Dean of the Faculty of
Chemistry of RPI Jezups Bindars, long-term RTU employees Aivars Andruskins,
Mudite Eizentale, lize Mazure, Marija Rutkovska and Valdis Ziemelis, as well
as RTU Honorary Doctor Reinhards Vitols and RTU Honorary Member,
Academician Member of the Editorial Board of RTU RCEH Scientific Journal
«History of Engineering Sciences and Institutions of Higher Education» Janis
Stradins passed away.

Research in the field of engineering and history of RTU continues and the
results will be published in future RTU RCEH scientific journals.
